· prepare a questionnaire about your partners' town/area
· organise a chat session or two sessions between your partner's class and yours 
· answer your partners' questions and ask them the questions you need to build web pages about their town/area
5. You can organise videoconference about the topics mentioned above, if you have that technical possibility.
