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 General 
This letter will show your pal what you do during the day. You must keep a diary in which you write down exactly what you do every half hour. Do not only give the facts but also include your personal feelings about the things you do. 
  
Content

Now that you have finished your letter, you can use the same model applied to some “special days” (a festival, the first/last day of school, your birthday...) and ask your partner to work on it as well.  It could be interesting to see the differences in celebrating or spending occasions.  You can always add pictures/ drawings to your diary.  
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
